Report of workshop conducted by science block DBCK on19th July 2022 

On 19th July 2022, the science block of DBCK comprising of Department of Chemistry, 

Botany and Zoology organized a workshop on ‘sexual harassment’ for the students, faculties 

and the non-teaching staff of the science block. The objectives of the orientation were to 

sensitize the students as well as the teaching and non-teaching staff against sexual harassment 

at work place and campus, and to bring an awareness of the policy on these issues and the 

support system available at the college. The resource person for the workshop was 

Dr.Lanukumla, Assistant Proffesor, Department of History and the Convenor of Sexual 

Harassment committee, DBCK.  

Altogether, there were 20 participants (11 students, 6 Faculties and 3 non-teaching staffs). 

The workshop was chaired by Mr. KhikeyeSemy, Asst.Prof, Department of Botany and Miss 

Patricia Kiewhuo, Asst. Prof, Department of Zoology invoke God’s presence for the 

workshop. The resource person Dr.LanukumlaAoexplained the definition of Sexual 

Harassment and covered many points. She has stated that the sexual harassment includes 

unwelcome sexually determined behavior as physical contact, demand or request for sexual 

favors, sexually colored remarks, showing pornography, any other unwanted physical, verbal 

or nonverbal conduct of sexual nature the unwelcome idle chatter of sexual nature, verbal or 

non-verbal conduct of a sexual nature. Also introduced Guidelines, complaint mechanism, 

preventive steps, college authority responsibilities etc. She explained about the Internal 

committee cells in institutions which will consider all sexual harassment faced by 

students/faculty. She also enlightened the participants on the punishments for the guilty. She 

also mentioned about the commitment DBCK has made to provide a congenial and conducive 

atmosphere, and that there have been zero case on sexual harassment for the past years. She 

concluded her enriching presentation by saying ‘Don’t keep silent’ and to approach the 

authority through proper channel if any faces harassments.  At the end, students and faculties 

asked doubts to the resource person and the speaker cleared their doubts. The workshop 

concluded with a vote of thanks by Dr. ShϋrhovolieTsϋrho, Asst.Prof Department of 

Chemistry followed by light refreshment.
