~~ In the middle of 1942, the Bnhsh army began
‘to enter our lands in larger numbers than we
had ever seen before. There was a steady
influx of army movement in our hills from
thereon. Army convoys became more frequent
on the Dimapur-Kohima highway. The
destination for some of the convoys was
Kohima while others drove on to Imphal in
Manipur. In dry months, the convoys left the
highway dust-choked as it had no asphalt
work on it yet, and in summer the roads were
quite muddy from the rain. It was not
unusual to see trucks, with their wheels

slipping in the mud, being pushed back onto
the road by soldiers.
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The new troops were made up of different
nationalities. There were Pathans and Sikhs,
along with some ‘Negros’, as we called them
then. An equally large number of white
soldiers, mainly British, were amongst the 9
new troops. While some had settled in the 1
Assam Rifles camp area, the others spread
out at other places such as Garrison Hill, the
hospital area, the Mission compound, and
Peraciezie. The Mission compound grounds
were turned into a parking area for army
vehicles. Before the end of the year, the
' preparations for war were very apparent.

" The thing that alarmed us the most was the
occasional sound of distant gunfire at the end
of 1942. From Kohima, we could distinctly
hear it. The first time we heard it, it was late

~one evening, when we were all at home. The
next day when we went to school, Reverend
Supplee and our teachers said that they had
received orders to teach us safety measures
to follow in the eventuality of a war. They led
us to a corner of the school compound where
we all took turns at digging trenches. Then we
were told what we should do if we were
caught in the middle of the war and heard -
sirens. At the end of the day, we went home in
great excitement. -
